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Equalities Impact Assessment 

 

1 – Introduction 

 

This document is an Equalities Impact Assessment (EqIA) for the East Devon Local Plan. The assessment is based on previous drafts to inform the production 

of the Pre-Submission Consultation Draft Local Plan 2012.  

The Equality Act 2010 replaced all existing equality legislation so that there is now just one Act. 

The EqIA is an important tool in demonstrating that the Local Plan decision making process has involved recognition of the three aims of the Equality Duty: 

 Eliminate unlawful discrimination, harassment and victimisation 

 Advance equality of opportunity and 

 Foster good relations between people who share a protected characteristic and those who do not share it. 

The new East Devon Local Plan will set out where development in East Devon will occur and how we will conserve and enhance our great natural assets. It 

will help set out what we want East Devon to be like in the years to come, the type of development we want to see and where development should occur 

and what benefits it will bring to our communities.   

The Local Plan is based on evidence and local insight. Evidence from national and local statistics, independent studies, contributions from statutory 

organisations and reference specialists which have all been used to formulate the plan. We had insight from local councils and residents, from developers’ 

proposals and representations from special interest groups and individuals. In light of the NPPF’s duty to co-operate, EDDC has liaised with neighbouring 

authorities and relevant bodies/ organisations on the plan. Developments within the Growth Point have been a point of particular co-operation. 

 

We looked at the needs of families, single people, older aged and frail people, working residents and those who cannot work. The result is presented to the 

Development Management Committee and East Devon District Council as the best mixture of evidence-based consensus that we could reach which 

delivered the core strategic vision of the Council, in the most sustainable and equitable way. 
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After the context setting chapters the plan falls into three parts: 

 Part One – the Strategic policies of the plan. 

 Part Two – the Development Management Policies of the Plan. 

 Part Three - how we will encourage local communities to get involved in Neighbourhood Plan production and other local planning initiatives. 

 

The purpose of the Equalities Impact Assessment is to assess the potential impact of the policies on different groups of people within East Devon

2 – Equality Target Groups 

 

Population 

 

East Devon is of average size for Districts in the South West. However it has one of the higher District population levels (132,500 Census 2011). It has the 

largest population in Devon. The Eastern and Northern boundaries of East Devon abut rural parts of Devon, Dorset and Somerset. The Southern boundary 

of the District is formed by the English Channel. The Western boundary of East Devon abuts the commercially vibrant city of Exeter and the environmentally 

sensitive Exe estuary. 
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In East Devon District approximately 7% of households are lone parents, 21% of households have a child under 16 and around 30% of households are made 

up of adults living alone (Census 2001) 

 

Indices of Deprivation 

The unemployment rate (2012) in East Devon is 7.2%. 62.5% of the population are regarded as economically active and 57% are of working age (Tym Report 

2011). The median full time earnings are £20,732 (EHOD Economic Trends Report Feb 2012) for East Devon District and house price to full time salary ratio 

is 12.9 the highest in Devon and above the average for England and Wales (8.6). 

Devon County Council’s Indices of deprivation Report 2010 notes that East Devon has the lowest level of deprivation in Devon and is ranked 209 out of 326 

local authorities in England. 

The indices of deprivation provide a relative measure of deprivation across England. In East Devon 8.9% of the total population are income deprived, the 

lowest in Devon County and 6.2% of 16-64 year olds are employment deprived also the lowest in Devon County. Exmouth is the only area in East Devon that 

is in the most deprived quartile of all areas in England. 

 

Gender 

Census 2011 data indicates that approximately 47.8% of East Devon’s population are male and 52.2% are female. 

 

Race 

96.3% of East Devon’s population is white and 0.8% are mixed race. Asian or Asian British make up 1.4% of the population and Black and Black British make 

up 0.7% of the population. A further 0.7% of the population are of Chinese or another ethnic group (Census 2001). 

 

Disability 

The % of Disability Living Allowance Claimants (Department for Work and Pensions) is a good indicator of those living with a disability. Approximately 4% 

(5285) of the District population are claimants (November 2011). 2.77% of the District population have been claiming this allowance for 5 years and over. 
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0.5% of local residents were identified as having learning disabilities in the 2007 Housing Market Assessment and 1.5% (2030) of local residents were 

estimated to have mental health problems although this is likely to be a huge underestimate of all mental health issues. Around 16,000 residents per year 

seek help for psychological or emotional problems. 1370 people are on incapacity benefit for mental illness. 

14.5% of East Devon residents (over 19,000) were estimated to have mobility difficulties in the Housing Market Assessment. 7.3% of residents had general 

difficulties due to age or frailty. Over 6,000 (4.5%) of the local population were estimated to have visual or hearing impairments. 

 

Age 

In East Devon District 14.3 % of the population are between 0-14 years, 9.7% are between the ages of 15-24, 26.3 % are between the ages of 25-49 years, 

21.4% are between the age of 50-64 years and 28.2% are over 65 years of age (Census 2011). 

 

Religion/ Belief 

According to 2011 Census data 78% of residents regard themselves as Christian and 14% felt they had no religion. In addition to this 0.42% of residents is 

Buddhist (229), Jewish (127), Muslim (124), Hindu (33) or Sikh (17). 

 

Sexual Orientation 

Census 2001 data for same sex couple households is the best indicator available on sexual orientation in East Devon. 0.18 % (178) of the population in 2001 

lived as same sex couples. It is estimated that between 6% and 12% of the national population are lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender.

3- Strategy and Policy Assessment 

 

The Local Plan contains 50 strategic policies and 79 Development Management policies and has sustainable development as the basis for the 

Local Plan approach. Policies within the Plan promote new homes and there locations, conservation and enhancement of the natural 

environment, jobs and economic growth, development of balanced communities, improved infrastructure, renewable energy, green 

infrastructure and recreation and conservation and enhancement of East Devon’s built heritage. In addition to the promotion of these areas 

through planning policy the plan promotes the idea that no resident is disadvantaged relative to another. 

 

Many of the policies within the plan will benefit the wider community in East Devon and not specifically those with protected characteristics. 

However most policies will have the potential for some direct or indirect impact on equalities issues. 

 

Each of the Strategic and Development Management Policies has been assessed for their potential impact on the equalities groups. Comments 

have been provided in the table below. As well as looking at the potential impacts of individual policies in the Plan the following text 

summarises the overall impact of the Plan on each equalities group used in the assessment.  

 

Age 

The Local Plan aims to bring improvements to all age ranges in the District. East Devon has a higher number of retired people than the national 

average and demographic projections suggest this will increase. Policies within the Plan will address the growing number of elderly people in 

the District whilst providing a future for younger generations.  

Strategy 4 - Balanced Communities will encourage development that will be suited to or provide for younger people and families. The promotion 

of aged balanced communities is in recognition that there is a need to keep the community vibrant and viable for all residents. Strategy 3 – 

Sustainable Development is a key theme throughout the Plan and promoting social wellbeing is part of this. Provision of facilities to meet 

people’s needs such as health care, affordable housing and recreations space is inclusive of all ages. East Devon District Council recognises 

that opportunities for young people are important in creating balanced communities that are vibrant. Strategy 29 - Promoting Opportunities for 

Young People recognises the need to support opportunities for access to further education, housing suitable for first time buyers and training 
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for young people so they have a prosperous future. The need for access to housing is identified in Strategy 34 – District Wide Affordable 

Housing Provision Targets which will enable young people and families to access the housing market in East Devon which in the past has been 

difficult due to significant differences in house prices and earnings. The Plan also recognises the need to address the needs of older people 

and through Strategy 34 – Life Time Homes and Care/ Extra Care Homes will provide adaptable living accommodation to cater for peoples 

changing needs. 

 

Disability 

Policies in the Local Plan should address the needs of those with disabilities. Development Management Policies in the Plan will provide 

guidance and requirements of development through the application process. Strategy 36 - Lifetime Homes and Care/ Extra Care Homes 

provides for flexibility in living spaces so buildings can be changed to cater for the needs of inhabitants. The Plan aims to promote balanced 

and inclusive communities that benefit all.   

 

Gender 

Equal Opportunities are important to men and women. The Plan is inclusive of all members of the community and does not discriminate against 

any group. Policies within the Plan aim to promote employment opportunities which could be on full/ part time basis and will allow flexibility in 

work places that will benefit both men and women. Housing policy within the plan will also benefit those with different circumstances with 

houses of different types and sizes to cater for couples, families, single parent households etc. 

 

Race 

Policies within the Local Plan will have a similar impact on all ethnic groups. Policies in the plan promote sustainable, balanced communities 

which are inclusive and integrated. The Plan does recognise the special racial heritage of Gypsies and Travellers within the District and 

includes a Policy permitting temporary and rural sites in some circumstances.  

 

Religion 

Policies within the Local Plan will have a similar impact on all religious groups. Policies in the plan promote sustainable, balanced communities 

which are inclusive and integrated.   
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Sexual orientation 

The impact of Local Plan policy on those members of the community defined as lesbian, gay, bisexual or transgender is expected to be neutral. 

Policies are inclusive and aim to avoid discriminating against any groups, with and without protected characteristics. Policies aiming to promote 

affordable housing, employment and accessibility to green spaces offer the same opportunity to people regardless of sexual orientation.  

 

Socio-economic status 

Strategy’s within the Local Plan will encourage sustainable development and improve social and economic prospects for East Devon. 

Employment land developments in Chapter 7 Developments of East Devon’s West End will offer employment opportunities for all sections of 

the community. Developments such as Science Park will offer opportunities for professional people and will help address the gap between 

average resident wages and house prices. Other strategy’s within this chapter offer expansion and business investment opportunities which will 

benefit the working age residents of East Devon. 

Strategy 29 Promoting Opportunities for Young People will have a positive impact on young people in relation to access to further education, 

training and housing. This promotion of opportunities will improve the socio-economic status of young people and will contribute to balanced 

communities. 

The inward investment and communication links strategy will help improve the socio-economic status of residents of East Devon. It will aim to 

secure more and better paid jobs in East Devon as it is essential to secure inward investment into the District and having better connections, in 

both traditional transportation terms and electronic media terms. 

It is envisaged Strategy 31 Future Job and Employment Land Provision will achieve greater education and skills development for the population 

of East Devon particularly through work based training opportunities. 

The Local Plan promotes sustainable transport development which will have a positive impact on health, accessibility and reducing inequalities 

for those who do not have private transport. The Plan also seeks to resists the loss of employment, retail and community uses which will benefit 

all sections of the community seeking employment and integrated balance communities. Housing policies within the plan will also have a 

positive impact on the socio-economic status of residents and offer affordable housing provision and agricultural workers dwellings.

	East Devon is of average size for Districts in the South West. However it has one of the higher District population levels (132,500 Census 2011). It has the largest population in Devon. The Eastern and Northern boundaries of East Devon abut rural parts of Devon, Dorset and Somerset. The Southern boundary of the District is formed by the English Channel. The Western boundary of East Devon abuts the commercially vibrant city of Exeter and the environmentally sensitive Exe estuary. 
	In East Devon District approximately 7% of households are lone parents, 21% of households have a child under 16 and around 30% of households are made up of adults living alone (Census 2001) 
	 
	Indices of Deprivation 
	The unemployment rate (2012) in East Devon is 7.2%. 62.5% of the population are regarded as economically active and 57% are of working age (Tym Report 2011). The median full time earnings are £20,732 (EHOD Economic Trends Report Feb 2012) for East Devon District and house price to full time salary ratio is 12.9 the highest in Devon and above the average for England and Wales (8.6). 
	Devon County Council’s Indices of deprivation Report 2010 notes that East Devon has the lowest level of deprivation in Devon and is ranked 209 out of 326 local authorities in England. 
	The indices of deprivation provide a relative measure of deprivation across England. In East Devon 8.9% of the total population are income deprived, the lowest in Devon County and 6.2% of 16-64 year olds are employment deprived also the lowest in Devon County. Exmouth is the only area in East Devon that is in the most deprived quartile of all areas in England. 
	 
	Gender 
	Census 2011 data indicates that approximately 47.8% of East Devon’s population are male and 52.2% are female. 
	 
	Race 
	96.3% of East Devon’s population is white and 0.8% are mixed race. Asian or Asian British make up 1.4% of the population and Black and Black British make up 0.7% of the population. A further 0.7% of the population are of Chinese or another ethnic group (Census 2001). 
	 
	Disability 
	The % of Disability Living Allowance Claimants (Department for Work and Pensions) is a good indicator of those living with a disability. Approximately 4% (5285) of the District population are claimants (November 2011). 2.77% of the District population have been claiming this allowance for 5 years and over. 
	0.5% of local residents were identified as having learning disabilities in the 2007 Housing Market Assessment and 1.5% (2030) of local residents were estimated to have mental health problems although this is likely to be a huge underestimate of all mental health issues. Around 16,000 residents per year seek help for psychological or emotional problems. 1370 people are on incapacity benefit for mental illness. 
	14.5% of East Devon residents (over 19,000) were estimated to have mobility difficulties in the Housing Market Assessment. 7.3% of residents had general difficulties due to age or frailty. Over 6,000 (4.5%) of the local population were estimated to have visual or hearing impairments.

	In East Devon District 14.3 % of the population are between 0-14 years, 9.7% are between the ages of 15-24, 26.3 % are between the ages of 25-49 years, 21.4% are between the age of 50-64 years and 28.2% are over 65 years of age (Census 2011). 
	 
	Religion/ Belief 
	According to 2011 Census data 78% of residents regard themselves as Christian and 14% felt they had no religion. In addition to this 0.42% of residents is Buddhist (229), Jewish (127), Muslim (124), Hindu (33) or Sikh (17). 
	 
	Sexual Orientation 
	Census 2001 data for same sex couple households is the best indicator available on sexual orientation in East Devon. 0.18 % (178) of the population in 2001 lived as same sex couples.
