	Risk Rating / Action Required 

	Low Risk
	Can be considered as a trivial risk area with no action required

	Medium Risk
	Effort required to reduce the risk, but costs of prevention should be carefully measured 

	High Risk
	The operation should be suspended until adequate controls are in place. Escalate to QEHS Manager
