	Text16: The policy states that "All major development proposals within or on land adjacent to the Clyst Valley Regional Park . . . ". The policy does not include a commitment that such developments are both individually and in-combination assessed to ensure that development does not adversely affect the ability of the Park to deliver its primary role as as Green Infrastructure and SANG. Without such safeguard, there is a risk that development may result in people choosing to use other sites for recreational purchases, such as the designated heathlands. The policy states in para D ". . . and where appropriate Suitable Alternative Natural Greenspace (SANG)". SANG is an essential requirement (eg in relation to the new western community, referenced in Strategic Policy WS01 Development of a second new community east of Exeter) and one of the functions of the Clyst Valley Regional Park. New housing developments in the west will, if unmitigated via provision of appropriate SANG, result in adverse impacts on the East Devon Pebblebed Heaths SAC/SPA and the Exe Estuary SPA/Ramsar through increased damage and disturbance to habitats and species arising from the increase in recreational use by residents of the new housing. The RSPB is concerned that there is no commitment in this policy to providing an appropriate level of SANG. SANG must be designed and located so it will absorb the daily recreational needs of new residents and especially cater for dog walkers, including safe and attractive areas for people who wish to exercise their dogs off leads.
	Text17: Modify para D to "Reduce recreation pressure on environmentally sensitive locations, particularly the East Devon Pebblebed Heaths SAC/SPA and the Exe Estuary SPA by timely provision of an appropriate area of SANG so as to ensure no adverse impacts on these sites".

	Text20: The RSPB is concerned that an absence of a requirement for individual and cumulative/in combination assessment of development proposals within and adjacent to the Clyst Valley Regional Park risks development negatively impacting upon the essential function of the CVRP to deliver green infrastructure and SANG to reduce recreational pressure on the SAC/SPA heathlands and the Exe Estuary Ramsar/SPA. The RSPB also considers that SANG provision should be stated as a requirement within the CVRP.
